PIRAKA CUTAWAYS

Character spots:

· Red Piraka I: after the cannister explodes the full-figure Piraka appears and begins to dance to the ‘happy birthday’ melody with a bouquet of flowers and a giftwrapped box in his hands instead of weapons. When we come to the line ”happy birtday dear....” the Piraka falls flat to his face and the melody stops.

· Red Piraka II: The cannister explodes and instead of the red Piraka we see a small innocent looking pig standing between the debris going “oink, oink!”

· Red Piraka III: After the cannister explodes we see both lower legs standing on the floor with the rest of the Piraka’s body gone. However, instead of the body landing and attaching itself to the legs, comes a big loudspeaker which – upon landing on the legs, starts playing a really cool melody, with the legs jumping to the rhythm as a legged, dancing loudspeaker.

· Blue Piraka I: He rides coolly on the rodeo bull but is suddenly hurled off screen accompanied big a big CRASH and a wailing voice saying something grumbling something like “oh, my back!”

· Blue Piraka II, The rodeo bull spins and spins like in the real spot, then finally comes to a stand still, the blue Piraka smiles crazily, gets off and tries run but is so dizzy that he zigs zags straight into a wall and falls flat on his back.

· Brown Piraka 1: The brown Piraka pulls down the giant third gun just like in the real spot, but instead of a bullet, a small cork POPS out, dangling ridiciously in a short white string. Immensely disappointed he drops the gun  to the ground and walks off.

· Green Piraka 1: The spot begins as the real spot but this time the green Piraka can’t hit the fly. He tries and tries, slashing his scissor tool still more aggressively through the air to get, but still fails to kill it. In the end he walks off the screen and we hear him grumble something like: “I’ll be back.”

· Green Piraka II: We’re in front of the mirror. The green Piraka is gone, but the fly is still there circling somewhere right in front of us. Suddenly the green Piraka appears in the side of the screen with a humongous flamethrower and just blasts the fly to hell in an inferno of fire. Across the screen we could have the words: “He who laughs last laughs best.”

· White Piraka I: The spots begins exactly like the real spot, however as we zoom in on the white Piraka’s rocking face we realize that he’s not listening to rap music but to some horrible old Austrian folk yodel song. He has his eyes closed and happily yodels along, moving his head as if he was “Jodle Birge”. At one point he opens his eyes, sees the camera, and quickly changes the tune on his MP3 player to a more cool rap song. It’s evident he’s embarrassed having suddenly been exposed like this.

· Black Piraka I: Just like in the first spot the black Piraka casually plays bullfighter with the robot arm, however, instead of hammering it to the ground, he suddenly and elegantly just pulls a white cord, pulling the plug to the robot out from the wall. The robot just dies while the black Piraka goes: na, na, na, na, na, na, na, na, na, na, na. swinging the cord in his right hand.

Miscellaneous stuff:

· Moon walk: One of the Piraka does a elegant moon walk dance across the screen, looking straight into the camera with a big smile at the halfway point. There are no words, no music, no explanation, it’s just weird!

· Line-up dance: All six Piraka line up and nod to each other just like in the real spot. However, instead of the wall exploding the Piraka suddenly break into a fun, groovy dance accompanied by a cool hip hop song in the style of “Jump, jump, jump”

· Who the hell are you?: All six Piraka are lined up next to each other like a tough street gang. Their arms are crossed and they’re looking skeptically at whatever or whoever is standing in front of them. Then the blue Piraka takes a step forward and says: “we’re the Piraka, who the hell are you. The Palooka?” at which all six Piraka begin to laugh scornfully. Suddenly, as one blue Piraka falls flat on his back (or gets hurled backwards through the room” the laughter stops and the remaing Piraka go: “Huh!?”

· Gang spot x 4: Animate the main spot from 4 different camera angles allowing the kids to later compose their own version of the TV spot from whatever camera angels they prefer (only black and white to avoid too much rendering).
