Background
A hero wakes up in the middle of a city street. Around him are the remains of a modern metropolis, charred and smoldering. It’s Rocka but he has no idea who he is or how he ended up there. To his left, roughly 50 metres away, is what looks like a crashed hero pod. Rocka sees a figure moving towards him at high speed. Upon its arrival the figure attacks Rocka and knocks him out. The figure eyes the core in Rocka’s chest but first heads over to the pod to rifle through the contents. It returns to take Rocka’s hero core and is about to extract it from his chest when Rocka comes to and battles the figure, eventually defeating it and deactivating its core. Rocka notices the core is similar to his own. 

Rocka goes over to the pod and looks through the contents. He finds a kit with spare parts, gadgets and weapons. He also finds a strange device which he manages to activate – more by accident than intention. Rocka watches in amazement as a message from Mr Makuro plays:

The Hero Factory is no longer. After the villains stole the blueprints they created battalions of vicious anti-heroes. Before Hero Factory could launch a mission to destroy the villains, it was attacked by the anti-heroes. Fortunately, Makuro and the heroes got wind of the invasion and escaped before the Factory could be captured.

Makuro took the heroes and residents of Makuhero City deep into space. In order to hide the whereabouts of the Factory and the citizens of Makuhero City, he wiped the heroes’ memories. Makuro then scattered the heroes in pods to all points of the galaxy. He equipped them with mobile assembly packs, extra gadgets, weapons and unique vehicles. He also had Zib create an insertable device that played a recording to the heroes while it uploaded their internal data systems. 

On the recording, Makuro explained the situation and the objectives for the heroes:

1. Clear your designated planet or quadrant of Anti-Heroes and disable their cores
