#1 - The Grey Dwarf Incident.

On the furthest border of the known HF universe you find the New Frontier Space Hub. A giant piece of technology anchored to a small piece of rock. The Hub works as an outpost, fuel station and safe haven for all kind of travellers in this harsh environment. It even holds the HF deep space antenna that picks up distress signals from the outer rim of HF operation area and beyond. The distress call from the hub describes that after a period of extremely high black hole activity outside the known universe, strange things have started to happen to the space hub. It has been engulfed in a thick gas cloud and it all culminates with a giant previously unknown space squid landing on the hub. The creature doesn’t seem to be evil or menacing but just extremely big. Apparently this creature lives floating in space almost like it was swimming in the infinite ocean of space. It lives and grows by trapping and dissolving small metallic asteroids. Apart from the everyday annoyance of having to pull stuff out of the arms of the creature, it will potentially become a thread to the all-metallic hub and its crew and equipment.

But what the heroes doesn’t know is that when they arrive at the hub dressed and equipped for U.S.C.R. (Unknown space creature retrieval) The world they are entering more resemble a underwater world than space, except there is no water, but strange floating creatures and a even thicker low visibility gas cloud and increasing pressure. At the same time the hub is starting to move in the direction where the gas comes from, towards the centre of a massive gas hurricane. 

Back at the factory the captured staff of Von Nebula starts to emit the same kind of ominous gas filling the facility and seeping out of the structure. Product direction

Heroes:

The heroes would be equipped for a mission dictating space suits with helmets, boosters and creature capturing equipment, but also resembling deep-sea high-pressure underwater divers.

Bad guys:

Direction #1: The unknown but potential dangerous species of space squid that has landed on the hub.

Direction #2: A group of suspicious renegade characters (Boba Fett’ish) who have gathered at the hub and who will go far to get power and fortune. One of them has earlier done business in this area getting very dangerous goods for a client. The other one is notorious for his ability to train and control new species.
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
